
 
 

 

5 DAY ITINERARY - DUBLIN AND BELFAST 

 
During this trip to Ireland's lively capital, you will get the chance to experience its history and culture. 

Visit Trinity College and Guinness Storehouse, where you can enjoy a 360-degree view of the city 
while enjoying your pint of Guinness.  

Go for a day trip up north to Belfast and discover Titanic Belfast, the world's biggest Titanic 
experience.  

You will also visit Boyne Valley in County Meath with stops at Brú na Bóinne Visitor Centre and 
Malahide Castle. 

 
 
Day 1 - Welcome to Ireland! 
Arrival at Dublin Airport when the group will 
be greeted by driver/guide. Transfer to the 
hotel. Dinner at the hotel. 
 
Day 2 - Dublin 
After breakfast you will get to see some of the 
most famous places in Dublin, like the 
Georgian Squares of Merrion & Fitzwilliam, St 
Patrick's Cathedral, Phoenix Park - where the 
Irish president resides -, Ha'Penny Bridge and 
Bank of Ireland (the Old Parliament building).  
You will also be able to visit Trinity College 
and Guinness Storehouse during the tour.  
Lunch individually and free time during the 
afternoon. Dinner at the hotel. 
 
Day 3 - Belfast 
Day trip to Belfast in Northern Ireland, where 
the group will be met by a local guide for a 
sightseeing tour that includes Stormont, 
Shankill, Crumlin Road Gaol, Queen's 
University and the Grand Opera House, to 
mention a few.  
 

After lunch, the group will visit Titanic Belfast. 
The attraction opened 2013 and is the world's 
biggest Titanic attarction. It's an interactive 
experience that suits everyone, regardless of 
age. 
 
Day 4 - Boyne Valley and Malahide 
The first visit of the day will be Brú na Bóinne 
in Boyne Valley. On arrival, the group will get 
the opportunity to see an audio-visual 
presentation of the neolithic monuments and 
buildings.  
After lunch, the group will head to Malahide, 
a modern village with colourful house 
facades, hanging baskets and cobbled streets. 
The group will head to Malahide Castle that 
have a history all the way back to the 1100's. 
The castle used to be home to the Talbot 
family and is richly decorated with lovely 
furniture and a big collection of Irish portraits. 
Dinner at the hotel. 
 
Day 5 - Transfer to Dublin Airport 
Transfer to Dublin Airport after breakfast at 
the hotel.
